Each year, hundreds of cubic meters of water are wasted due to leaks within
irrigation systems, pool lines and service connections. Here’s how YOU can check your meter for
a possible leak.

If you do suspect a leak, call a local plumber to investigate. It could save you hundreds or
thousands of $$ on your semi-annual water invoice.

Sensus/Neptune Analog Meters

The black dial (Sensus) or red triangle (Neptune) is the |leak detector. Turn off all sources of water
in your home (taps, hoses, dishwasher, washing machine, etc.). If the leak detector is spinning, it
is possible that you have a leak in your plumbing system. The leak detector spins when water is
being used.
